Ozet

GunUmuzde Turkiye ekonomisinde 2008 kiresel ekonomik krizinin olumsuz et-
kilerinin atlatildigi noktasinda genel bir uzlasi bulunmaktadir. Ancak, issizligin
azalmasi, sanayi Uretimi ve kapasite kullanim oranlarinin yikselmesi ve ekono-
mik blylme surecine yeniden girilmesi gibi olumlu makro ekonomik gdstergele-
re ragmen cari islemler bilangosu agiklarinin artmasi, Tlrkiye ekonomisinin pozi-
tif gérinimund bozmaktadir. Cari islemler bilangosunun agiklarinin belirleyicile-
ri arasinda, blylme oranlari, déviz kurunun degerlenmesi, yiksek dis bor¢ du-
zeyi, tasarruf-yatinm dengesizligi, bitce aciklari ve eneriji ithalati gibi birgok fak-
tor belirtiimektedir. Bu ¢alismada, Turkiye’de 2003-2010 déneminde iktisadi bu-
ylime ile enerji ithalatinin cari islemler bilangosu agiklari Gzerindeki etkisi belirtilen
déneme ait geyrek yillik veriler itibariyla analiz edilmistir. Turkiye’nin eneriji ithala-
ti baglaminda fasillar itibariyla harmonize sistem dis ticaret siniflamasina gére 27
nolu fasil (mineral yakit ve yaglar) kullanilmigtir. Calismada cari islemler bilanco-
su agciklari ile iktisadi biyume ve enerji ithalati arasinda negatif iliski oldugu sonu-
cuna ulagiimistir.
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The Effects of Economic Growth and Energy
Import on Current Account Balance of Turkey:
An Analysis of 2003—2010 Period

Abstract

Today, it has been a generally consensus that remained behind on negative ef-
fects of 2008 global crisis in Turkish economy. Although positive macroeconomic
indicators, such as declining unemployment, rising industrial production, increa-
sing capacity utilization rate and economic growth, current account deficits of Tur-
key was disrupting positively view of Turkish economy. Among the determinants
of current account deficits are noted many factors such as growth rates, exchan-
ge rate appreciation, high external debt level, savings-investment imbalance, bud-
get deficits and energy import. In this study, using quarterly-annual data, effects
of economic growth and energy import on the current account deficits of Turkey
analyzed for 2003-2010 periods. As Turkey’s energy import (according to the fo-
reign trade classification by harmonized system) chapter 27 (mineral fuels and
mineral oils) has been evaluated. In this study, a negative relationship was found
that between current account deficits with economic growth and energy import.
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
