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Abstract

The learning process supported by ICT is the very matter of fact nowadays. One of the effective forms of e-
learning work methods seems to be virtual teamwork. In fact, the opportunity to communicate together, the
large space for co-operation and the possibility to increase the ability to co-operate effectively in the
cyberspace makes the virtual teamwork attractive and popular.
