Bu calisma, 2008 yilinin son ceyredinde Amerika Birlesik Devletleri’nde orta-
ya cikan ve kisa siUrede tim dinyay! saran kiresel finansal krizin, Turkiye'nin
Avrupa’ya olan ihracat yapisinda meydana getirdigi degismeyi sektorel seviyede
analiz etmektedir. Ulkemizde, 2008 yihinda cesitli Glkelere 127,5 milyar dolar ola-
rak gerceklesen toplam ihracat degeri, krizin dnemli etkileri nedeniyle yaklasik alti
katlik bir disusle 2009 yilinda 20,9 milyar dolara gerilemistir.

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Analysis of the Effects of Global Financial Crisis
on Turkey’s Export

Abstract

This study analyses the pattern of export flows from Turkey to the Europe at sec-
toral level. The global financial crises occurred in the last quarter of 2008 in USA
has been affecting severely all countries’ economy including Turkish export. Whi-
le Turkish total export to some countries $127,5 billion in 2008, it showed about
six fold decrease realizing as $20,9 billion in 2009 due mainly to economic crises.

Export industry in Turkish economy has been directly and indirectly affected from
the global crisis. Due to severe economic crisis, the export value of processed raw
materials for industry, semi-durable goods, industry related commercial vehicles,
durable goods and cars respectively 25.4%, 24.7%, 56.9%, 25.1%, 43.8% dec-
reased in the first six months of 2009 compared to previous years’ same period.

Consequently, total export showed decline compared to before crisis and global
crisis brought about a significant difference on Turkish export structure to the Eu-
rope.
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
